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Format is 2 out of 3 sets with a super tiebreak for the third set.

Team matches will be 3-5 total matches. Decided by the captains. (Exhibition matches may be played
as well.)

One or two singles matches will be designated each week. If the captains agree to play more, they can.
Players should let their captain know if interested in singles. It may be played for any spot (A1 — A6).
Players must email their captain by WEDNESDAY of the week prior to match to let them know their
availability. Captains are allowed to get subs for the weekend by Thursday if they don’t have at least
11 players committed for the coming Sunday.

Captains are encouraged to have at least 1 player on call that is willing to come at the last minute due
to emergency situations.

If a player commits, then doesn’t show, he will be removed from the league with no refund.

Players are to return balls to their captain after match.

Team standings will be updated weekly.

If on court disputes aren’t solved by players participating, captains will resolve issue.

. Behavioral issues will result in suspension or removal from the league.

. All players must pay before they play first match.

Players may play up but may not play down unless opposing captain agrees.

Captains are responsible for sharing line-ups at 6:25 p.m.

Captains are responsible for communicating match results.
